Dear Parents:

Thank you for your interest in Creative Beginnings Christian Preschool. Creative Beginnings started in the fall of 1998 with 30 students. By 2001, enrollment had grown to close to 100 students. Creative Beginnings offers a Christ-centered kindergarten readiness program of academic excellence. If that is the kind of preschool you are looking for, we’d like to provide you with the following information which may further assist you in making your decision. 

The Month at a Glance

Teachers in all age groups send home curriculum newsletters every month. At Creative Beginnings, stories and art relate to a weekly theme as a means of fostering the development of reading comprehension and critical thinking skills. At least one story each week is Bible-based and incorporates a brief discussion of how the Bible lesson relates to a child’s life and the world around him/her. We introduce letter names to our three-year-olds and add letter sounds for our four-year-olds. Four-year-olds also learn to blend sounds into three-letter words and practice writing letters in the context of whole words. During Music & Movement, our students sing a variety of songs, perform finger plays, play musical instruments, and actively move to the music. Throughout the day, all age groups engage in counting and number manipulatives through our art, learning centers, and the morning routine. Science time is offered each week and gives our students the opportunity to learn through hands on activities.
The Morning Routine

We begin our day by greeting each other by name and by singing a Good Morning prayer. We then recite together the Bible verse of the day and say the Pledge of Allegiance (two-year-olds acknowledge the flag without saying the pledge). We also identify the current month and day, and we count out loud the number of days we’ve had in the month so far. The children review shapes, colors and numbers and they discuss the day’s weather. 

Class Activities and Class Size

Each class follows its own daily routine. Each daily routine alternates periods of high activity with low activity in keeping with a preschooler’s attention span. Stories, art, alphabet & numbers, music, science, play centers and all other activities are carefully planned with a child’s intellectual, emotional, physical, and spiritual development in mind. 

Our low student to teacher ratios provide each student the opportunity for one-on-one and small group learning.  A class consists of two teachers (a lead and assistant teacher) 10 two-year-olds, 12 three-year-olds, and 14 four-year-olds. Each class has its own home room. The preschool also includes a music room, kitchen with snack tables, outdoor playground, and indoor playroom. Once a month, the children take a “field trip” to the chapel in the sanctuary upstairs where they have Chapel Chat with a pastor from Florence United Methodist Church during story time. Other in-house field trips include visits from the Florence Fire Department, the Florence Police Department and a representative from a local dental practice.

Snack Time

A daily snack is included in the price of tuition. Snack will include items from two food groups.  Students have a choice of 100% apple juice or water as a drink. Snack time begins with a blessing which the children say together. Our preschoolers are then individually served and are encouraged to say, “Yes, please,” “No, thank you,” and “May I have more (juice/snack), please?”

Hygiene

Children have the opportunity to wash their hands several times during the course of the school day. Bathroom breaks are conveniently scheduled before snack time. Children in our 2-year-old program may wear diapers, but children enrolled in our 3’s and 4’s program must be toilet trained. Current immunizations are required for enrollment.

Kindergarten Readiness Skills Evaluations

Twice a year, children in all age groups receive a skills development report. Parent conferences are scheduled upon request.

Registration, Tuition and Times

Registration is done on a first come first served basis whenever openings are available.    A nonrefundable registration fee of $50 is due upon enrollment. 
Our school is in session 9:00 a.m. to noon weekday mornings September through May.  Our rates for the 2012-2013 are:
